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Questions have arisen about certain lots within
the Sunset Canyon subtdivision that are commonly
referred to as the fiNassouro lots.

Jackson and his sons starting in about 1982 with the
yrst section called Sunset Canyon, on the north
side of Highway 290.

There were four diyerent sets of deed restrict
tions that cover the Sunset Canyon subtdivision.

Gent
erally speaking they are similar in nature but there
are some diyerences. All of the Sunset Canyon lots
that front on Highway 290 are commercial and may
have diyerent restrictions. The three lots that have
entrance signs are not owned by the Sunset Canyon
Landowners Association ISCLA. They are privately

owned commercial lots.

© These lots are all over our subtdivision, with eight
: being in Section I, three in Section 11, thirtytnine
. in Section 111, eighteen in Section 1V, and ninetyt
© one in Section V.

The yrst codes, covenants, and restrictions :
ICC&RIi, more commonly known as deed restrict
tions were yled in October 1982. Eventually several
more sections were developed which included Sect
tions 11 & 111 (referred to as Southi on the South
side of Highway 290, Section 1V, located behind
Section I, and ynally Section V lreferred to as Westi :
to the west of Section I. This ynal section was develt

The main changes in the amended CC&Rs refer

: to architectural review, which was originally done

. by the Jacksons, and restrictions on lots. The lot ret
© striction changes refer to size of residences, drivet

: ways, garages, roofs, mailboxes, and a requirement

: to join the SCLA.

In summary, you may or may not own a fiNast

: souro lot. You do have some restrictions that are

. diyerent from other sections within Sunset Cant

: yon. You also may have diyerent restrictions from
: the neighbor on each side of you, if you or a neight

bor owns a iNassouro lot.
Having said all that, we want to stress that the

: owners of the Nassour Lots are required by deed

© restrictions to maintain their membership in the

: Association. They are also required to be up to date

: upon selling their property. We are going to pursue

: getting a larger percentage of the Nassour lot ownt

. ers to join the Association. While we are a volunt

© tary organization with little power, the more memt

: bers we have the more powerful we will become.
